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**Parking**

We continue to review the parking situation in the development. The number of parking spaces within the  community was determined by the Town.  Same goes for the number of handicapped spaces.  Some residents are using their garage for storage versus parking, and using one spot in their garage would improve the parking situation greatly. Please remember we must all work together to resolve the parking problems. Additionally, vehicles stored/parked outside the garages with expired tags are subject to immediate tow.  

**Pick Up After Your Pet**

Various pet stations are available throughout the community.  The responsibility of pet cleanup rests on all pet owners.  We all need to do our part to keep the community clean.  There have been reports of a neighborhood cat that is let out without any follow up to clean up after it. If you see a homeowner repeatedly not picking up after their pet please contact a board member or Randy at WSPS with the address, description, and times so we can follow up with that homeowner.

**Trash**

Please take note that trash receptacles should not be set out any earlier than 6 pm the night before pick-up and should be put back in garages the evening of pick-up if at all possible. Trash left out longer than this has a tendency to smell and be blown around the community.  Also, please be sure to bag all of your trash.  This will help keep trash from blowing around the community on trash day.

**Gazebo**

Please note that the gazebo area is not a playground! Children should not be climbing on the furniture or gazebo structure. Furthermore, residents living in that area have reported incidents of chalk graffiti, broken tree limbs, mini apples torn from the trees, dog excrement bags and other trash left behind after they leave. Please be considerate of the residents who live in that area; they have the right to enjoy their homes in a relatively peaceful environment and also desire a presentable common area. If you do not live directly in front of the gazebo area, either supervise your children and keep your visit brief or make sure that the kids have an appropriate outlet for their activities. It is noted that there is a school just east of the townhome division that has a great playground (including basketball and soccer nets) that would be a better alternative play area for the kids. 

**Going Green?**

How many of us have purchased a new compact fluorescent light bulb to reduce energy and help save the planet? Did you know that in order to maintain the arc to produce light, fluorescent bulbs contain chemical phosphors and even mercury? When those bulbs are disposed of, a number of toxic elements including mercury usually end up in land-fills and can seep into ground water. While a compact fluorescent is long lasting, it is also nearly 4 times brighter than an equivalent incandescent. Those bulbs were originally designed as an interior application. In an exterior porch light with no shielding, those bulbs can be really bright! A more economic way to conserve energy outside is Light Emitting Diode (LED) bulbs. These newer technology bulbs make great substitutes in porch lights because they are low wattage, last longer, and are not excessive in light output. Star gazers and sensitive sleepers will appreciate the reduced glow on their windows. Plus LED’s are cleaner for the environment without the toxic chemicals when disposed of. **IREA Lighting**

We all see a small charge on our monthly bill from IREA for “Security Light”.  These are the tall pole lights throughout the community.  The amount billed for the Security Light pays for the power and maintenance of those pole lights.   That expense is calculated by IREA and divided by all residents within the community.  This arrangement was mandated by the Town through the developer to insure that the proper amount of lighting was installed.  When you see a pole light out or damaged call IREA at 303-688-3100.

**Freeze Breaks**

During the cold spell last winter there were a few frozen pipes reported in the community.  Typically, the breaks occur in a crawl space or in the wall behind the kitchen in the garage.  These breaks involve the small copper lines not the main supply line that runs through the buildings.  Damages to these smaller lines that service individual town homes are the responsibility of the individual owners of the town home.  To avoid these expensive breaks you must be sure that your crawl space vents are closed and that you provide heat to the crawl space and the garage.  

**Court Yards**

We all must keep our yards within the vinyl fencing in the front of our town homes looking good and maintained at all times.  Yards should not appear to be cluttered.  Yards must be weed and dust free.  The plant material must be pruned and appropriate for the space intended and not overgrown.  Any damage caused to the Common Areas (sidewalks, siding, foundations, fences, etc.) by individuals landscape will be repaired at the owner’s expense.   Please do not wait to be notified by the Association of a problem with your landscaping.  Once the Association is involved, you will have very little time to bring your landscaping into compliance.
